ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF

WILSEYVILLE HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

Name

FIRST:
The name of the corporation is WILSEYVILLE HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

Purposes and Powers
SECOND:
The purposes for which this corporation are formed are:

(a) The specific and primary purpose is to provide management, maintenance, preservation, and control of the contiguous or noncontiguous lots, parcels, or areas owned in common by the owners of the separately owned lots, parcels, or areas in the area known as Wilseyville Subdivision in Wilseyville, Calaveras County, California.

(b) The general purposes and powers are:

(i) To provide for the improvement and maintenance of the gateways, public easements, courts, parkways, grass plots, parking areas, garages, roadways, and other facilities of any kind dedicated to community use and other open spaces and ornamental features within the Wilseyville Subdivision, which now exist or which may hereafter be installed, erected, or constructed therein.

(ii) To make and perform contracts of every kind for any lawful purpose without limit as to amount, with any person, firm, association, corporation, municipality, state, government, or municipal or political subdivision.

(iii) To receive property by gift, devise, or bequest, subject to the laws regulating the transfer of property by will, and to otherwise acquire and hold all property, real or personal, and to transfer, to convey, lease, or otherwise dispose of such real and personal property, and to distribute gifts of property of all kinds.

(iv) To cooperate with the owners of all vacant and unimproved lots and plots now existing, or which hereafter shall exist, in said Wilseyville Subdivision in keeping them in good order and in a sightly condition, and in preventing their becoming a nuisance and a detriment to the beauty of the area and to the value of the improved property therein; and to take any action with reference to such vacant and unimproved lots and plots as may be necessary or desirable to keep them from becoming a nuisance and detriment.

(v) To fix, subject to any conditions and restrictions of record, the rate per lot or portion thereof of the annual maintenance charges or assessments to which said property is, or shall be, made subject; to collect the charges or assessments affecting said property; to pay all expenses in connection therewith, and all office and other expenses incident to the conduct of the business of this corporation and all licenses, franchise, taxes, and governmental charges levied or imposed against the property of this corporation.

(vi) To expend the moneys collected by this corporation from assessments or charges and other sums received by this corporation for the payment and discharge of all proper costs, expenses and obligations incurred by this corporation in carrying out any or all of the purposes for which this corporation is formed.

(vii) To borrow money; to mortgage, pledge, deed in trust, or hypothecate any or all of its real or personal property as security for money borrowed or debts incurred, and to do any and all things that a corporation organized under said laws of the State of California may lawfully do and generally to do and perform any and all other acts which may be either necessary for, or proper or incidental to the exercise of any of the foregoing powers, and such powers as are granted by the provisions of the laws of the State of California to a non-profit organization.

(viii) To do any and all lawful things which may be advisable, proper, authorized or permitted to be done by this corporation under and by virtue of any condition, covenant, restriction, reservation, charge or assessment affecting said property, or any portion thereof, and to do and perform any and all acts which may be either necessary for or incidental to the exercise of any of the foregoing powers or for the peace, health, comfort, safety, or general welfare of the owners of said property, or any portion thereof, or residents thereon.


The foregoing statement of purposes shall be construed as a statement of both purposes and powers, and the purposes and powers stated in each clause shall, except where otherwise expressed, be in no way limited or restricted by any reference to or inference from the terms or provisions of any other clause, but shall be regarded as independent purposes and powers.

(c)
Notwithstanding any of the foregoing statements of purposes and powers, this corporation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree, engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in furtherance of the primary purpose of this corporation as set forth in Paragraph (a) of this Article SECOND.

Organization

THIRD:
This corporation is organized pursuant to the General Nonprofit Corporation Law of the State of California and does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the members thereof and it is organized for nonprofit purposes.

Principal Office

FOURTH:
The county in this State where the principal office for the transaction of the business of the corporation is located is Calaveras County.

The number of directors, as hereinabove set forth, may be changed by a by-law duly adopted pursuant to authority contained in these Articles of Incorporation, and authority is hereby granted to change the number of directors by amendment to the by-laws of this corporation.

Compensation

(c) The Directors shall serve without compensation and no Director shall receive any pecuniary benefit from the corporation.

Powers

(d) The powers of this corporation shall be exercised, its property controlled, and its affairs conducted by the Board of Directors.

Board Action by Unanimous Written Consent

Without Meeting

(e) Any action required or permitted to be taken by the Board of Directors under any provision of law may be taken without a meeting, if all members of the Board shall individually or collectively consent in writing to such action.  Such written consent or consents shall be filed with the minutes of the proceedings of the Board.  Such action by written consent shall have the same force and effect as the unanimous vote of such Directors.  Any certificate or other document filed under any provision of law which relates to action so taken shall state that the action was taken by the unanimous written consent of the Board of Directors without a meeting and that the Articles of Incorporation authorize the Directors to so act, and such statement shall be prima facie evidence of such authority.

Members

SIXTH:
The authorized number, if any, and qualifications of members of the corporation, the different classes of membership, if any, the property, voting, and other rights and privileges of members, and their liability to dues and assessments and the method of collection, shall be as set forth in the By-laws.

Nonliability of Directors and Members

SEVENTH:
Neither of the Directors nor the members of the corporation shall be personally liable for the debts, liabilities, or obligations of the corporation.

Gains, Profits and Dividends

EIGHTH:
This corporation is not organized, nor shall it be operated, for pecuniary gain or profit, and it does not contemplate the distribution of gains, profits, or dividends to the members thereof and is organized solely for nonprofit purposes.

Dissolution

NINTH:
On the dissolution and winding up of this corporation, its assets remaining after payment of, or provision for payment of, all debts and liabilities of this corporation, shall be distributed to a nonprofit organization having the same purposes as this corporation, or, in the absence of such nonprofit organization, to the County of Calaveras to be held in trust for use in connection with the development and improvement of the public areas in, and the area of Wilseyville Subdivision in Wilseyville, Calaveras County, California.

Distribution of Income and Prohibited Activities

TENTH:
Notwithstanding any other provision in these Articles of Incorporation, the corporation shall be subject to the following limitations and restrictions:

(a) The corporation shall distribute its income for each taxable year at such time and in such manner as not to become subject to the tax on undistributed income imposed by Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

(b) The corporation shall not engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section 4941(d) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

(c) The corporation shall not retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section 4943© of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

(d) The corporation shall not make any investments in such manner as to subject it to tax under Section 4944 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

(e) The corporation shall not make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section 4945(d) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.
